The photos should incorporate the ‘Tree’ and leaves.  There are points for creative photos that can tie in the health and environmental benefits of active transportation.

1. a maximum of two photos taken on that Wear Yellow Day (minimum 300 dpi)
2. the number of students and staff who actively commuted (walk, bike, roll) to school on the day
